All specifications interpreted from manufacturers manuals, drawings, detailed/technical sketches and associated data sheets etc.  Tasks are undertaken utilising locksmithing principles and procedures, appropriate tools, equipment and safe workshop practices in accordance with all relevant legislation, acts and regulations. Replacement parts are selected from  catalogues, etc.  Appropriate techniques utilised in the assembly of component parts using fastening equipment and methods which ensure conformance to specifications, operational performance, quality and safety, this may include the removal, repair, service and replacement of components with special regard to barrier materials (special precautions must be observed if container includes asbestos filling), electronic detectors and locking devices, hinges, dye bombs and smoke devices, etc...
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
